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According to the NYSDEC, “an effective Stormwater Management Program is a work in
progress” and “should be continually evaluated and evolve over time”. A schedule
should be put in place, and adhered to, for revision of the 2013 document.

RESPONSE: The task of reviewing and updating the current Stormwater Management
Program is currently underway and ongoing. This Program is extensive and requires a fair
amount of time and thought to update as well as improve upon old policies and
procedures. Town Staff will continue to work on this Program in order to publish an
updated version.

The Town did launch a new web page as indicated in last year’s response, which includes
updated brochures to the Town’s stormwater information page. In fact, positive feedback
was received from a student conservation association with respect to the updated
stormwater information page.

3) COMMENT: Minimum Control Measure 2, Public Involvement/Participation, #2
states that public notice of report availability was provided via List-Serv to “126”
members. However, that notification didn’t happen until six days afier the report was
posted for review by the public. It appears that notification only happened after I offered
public comment on its absence.

The report was posted for review on April 29, 2022. At the May 4 report public hearing, 1
commented that I had not received the stated notification even though [ was a list-serve
member. The following day, I received list-serve notification from Town Stormwater
Contact Eric Hollman on the report’s availability. It should be noted that this is not the
first time that lack of list-serve notification has been an issue.

And when the town responds to my comment, it would be erroneous to say, as has been the
case in the past, that report availability was known through other mechanisms such as
town website or agendas. “List-Serve” notification is a specific item on the report and
was answered “Yes”. Public confidence in the overall integrity of the report is eroded
when inaccurate statements are made.

Also, as the comment period is for a limited time, notifying the list-serve as soon as the
report is made available for review facilitates public participation which is the whole
point of this particular Minimum Control Measure.

RESPONSE: Per the Stormwater Management Officer; MCM 2, #2 questions, “Was
public notice of availability of this annual report and Stormwater Management Program
(SWMP) Plan provided?” On April 21, 2022, a legal notice of public hearing for the Draft
Annual Stormwater Report was posted, and on April 25, 2022 it was published in the
Poughkeepsie Journal. On April 29, 2022, the Draft Annual Stormwater Report was filed
with the Town Clerk and posted on the Town website for public review, and the Town
Board Agenda for May 4, 2022 listing a public hearing on the Annual Stormwater Report
was posted in Town Hall and on the Town website. The Town Board May 4 Resolution
on the Draft Annual Report and its availability for public review was available with the
May 4 Agenda, in draft form before the meeting and as adopted afterwards. On May 4,
2022, at a regularly scheduled public meeting, the Town Board opened the duly noticed
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public hearing on the Annual Stormwater Report, to be held open for public comment
through May 13, 2022. On May 5, 2022, an email was sent to a list-serve of 126

recipients notifying them of the Town Board’s process by Resolution to file and post the
Stormwater Management Program 2021-2022 Draft Annual Report by April 29, 2022 with
the Town Clerk and Town website for public review, to provide a Town Board public
hearing on May 4, 2022 to be held open for receipt of comments to May 13, 2022, and to
review comments and file the Final Stormwater Annual Report with the NYS DEC by
June 1, 2022.

The Annual Stormwater Report form provides a fixed list of responses to the question
above. The Draft Annual Stormwater Report responses checked off the list-serve of email
to 126 recipients; and it checked off “Other,” listing the Town website and Town Board
Agenda. Those responses remain in the Final Report.

4) COMMENT: Minimum Control Measures 4 and 5, #4 states “12” public comments
on construction SWPPPs were received. There is a notation that comments and
complaints were estimates as they are ““verbal rather than written” and made through
public hearings or during construction. Complaints and comments, regardless of whether
they are verbal or written, should be tallied definitively.

If a procedure is not currently in place to log and track complaints and any resulting
enforcement activity, then the town should consider making that a measurable goal for the
next reporting period.

RESPONSE: A total of 18 projects with SWPPPs were reviewed for development
approvals by the Town Planning Board during the 2021-2022 annual report period. The
estimate of 12 comments correspond to 2 projects with public concern over stormwater.
Comments by members of the public during the public hearing are a matter of public
record and may be reviewed in the videotaped proceedings of the Planning Board and in
written correspondence received and on file. Some of these projects received no public
comment, and some received repeated public comment, sometimes on interrelated topics,
rendering definitive quantification of SWPPP comments inherently arbitrary. Public
comments relating to stormwater management were considered and addressed by Town
review and approval of SWPPPs in conformance with NYS DEC SPDES Stormwater
General Permit requirements.

A total of 2 public comments or complaints regarding field conditions related to SWPPPs
(included in the total above) were received during the 2021-2022 annual report period.
All of these concerns are currently logged by the SMO and Engineering Department. The
Town’s response to SWPPP and non-SWPPP public comments on stormwater
management, whether singular or repeated, are subject to Town site inspection and
oversight action as appropriate, and documentation of the results, as described in other
responses herein and in previous reporting periods.

5) COMMENT: Minimum Control Measures 4 and 3, refer to SPDES Permit, Erosion
and Sediment Control, SWPPP procedures and reviews and inspections. It has been
stated there is a procedure and that SWPPP reviews take place and that Erosion and
Sediment Control las exists and repeat inspections are conducted. While a procedure may
be in place, there is vast room for improvement.
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As I have stated in previous years, improvement is needed regarding the town’s
inspection, monitoring and enforcement process, particularly in the case of repeated
infractions. The town’s monthly construction inspection report frequently notes offending
sites with repeat violation from the prior month. Inspection rating of “marginal” are not

unusual.

Obvious violation of NYS Erosion & Sediment Control regulation can be seen regularly
on consiruction sites throughout the town whether it is a large commercial project such as
South Road Crossing or a single house being built as part of the larger Coachlight
subdivision, see photos below taken during the reporting period.

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RESPONSE: As indicated within the comment the Town conducts monthly compliance
inspections and reports for all construction sites both with and without SPDES Permit
Coverage. Any deficiencies identified during inspection are reported to the Project
Sponsor at the time of inspection as well as documented in an inspection report. The
Town has issued stop work orders as well as withheld building permit issuance in order to
get problem sites into compliance.

5) COMMENT: This comment is applicable throughout the report which, as in past
yvears, continually fails to supply the requested "implementation schedule" for measurable
goals for all Minimum Control Measures and instead gives vague responses such as
"continue to update"” or "continue to inspect”, etc.

Implementation schedules should be provided. Without implementation schedules, it is
unclear how it can be answered “Yes” to all the questions on the Draft report that ask if
the MS4 is on schedule. Lack of schedules should not be attributed to COVID-19 impacts
as I have regularly commented on the lack of such schedules for many years prior to
COVID.

RESPONSE: As we have responded in years past, many of the goals listed in the
Minimum Control Measures are consistent from year to year. The measure of these goals
is quantified and presented within the Annual Reports, showing their effectiveness. The
majority of these goals are a part of ongoing efforts to maintain standards and make
improvements in various fields. COVID-19 has not prevented the Town from meeting
goals that have been outlined in this report or previous reports.

For example; MCM1: Updated Stormwater Page on the Town website as well as running
the Billboard Campaign with the help of DC MS4 Committee for public outreach and
education. MCM2: There were a total of 17 cleanup events held in the Town. MCM3 a
total of 117 (29%) of the Town’s outfalls were inspected. MCM6: Training of Town Staff
takes place throughout the year with continuous training efforts via the use of training
DVDs, webinars and in person classes.

Due to the continual and repetitive nature of these items it is not possible to create a
defined implementation schedule.
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
